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Objectives for Today:

1. Explain the risk of an Active Shooter Incident in a health care setting.  
2. Identify the appropriate steps to take when an Active Shooter Incident occurs.  
3. Provide tools to take with you back to your facility.  
Drill Safety:
Exercise participant safety takes priority over exercise events.  The following general requirements apply to the exercise:

· The Controller is responsible for participant safety; any safety concerns must be immediately reported if they occur.  The Controller will determine if a real-world emergency warrants a pause in exercise play and when exercise play can be resumed.  

· For an emergency that requires assistance or potential pause in play, use the phrase “real-world emergency.”  

· If you feel uncomfortable at any time during the drill, report to the Controller.  

Player Instructions:

Before the Exercise

· Review appropriate organizational plans, procedures, and exercise support documents.

During the Exercise

· Respond to exercise events and information as if the emergency were real, unless otherwise directed by an exercise controller.

· If you do not understand the scope of the exercise, or if you are uncertain about an organization’s participation in an exercise, ask a controller.

· Parts of the scenario may seem implausible.  Recognize that the exercise has objectives to satisfy and may require incorporation of unrealistic aspects.  Every effort has been made by the exercise’s design team to balance realism with safety and to create an effective learning and evaluation environment.
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
